Download & Installation Instructions - A

OHS MIS (version 3.0)

[IMPORTANT! If your company IT staff will be involved with the installation of the new upgrade, please provide them with this document]

There are two (2) files associated with the new OHS MIS (ver. 3.0 ) upgrade:

"EHS_MIS_300A.EXE" - Download, pass-word protected, file which contains:

"Setupex.exe" - OHS MIS ver. 3.0 installation file

To download version 3.0 of the OHS software from the OHS internet site (http:\\www.ohsys.com), click the left mouse button on the phrase, “OHS version 3.0 upgrade" on page 1 of the OHS web site (see "NEW" in middle of home page) and select “Save" when the "File download" dialog box appears.  Select a folder (e.g., c:\windows\temp) to which to save the download file ("EHS_MIS_300A.exe").  This will be the folder where the download file ("EHS_MIS_300A.exe") will be placed.  [Alternately, you may open the download file ("EHS_MIS_300A.exe") and select a location (e.g., C:\Windows\temp) for the installation file ("Setupex.exe") to be placed. If you select this alternative procedure, skip the next paragraph.]

When the download is completed the software upgrade is ready to be installed on your computer.   It is suggested that you close all open programs during the installation process.  To install the version 3.0 upgrade, go to the folder to which you saved the download file ("EHS_MIS_300A.exe") and double click the left mouse button on the file name (i.e., “EHS_MIS 300A.exe”) and select a location for the OHS MIS installation file ("Setupex.exe") to be placed (e.g., C:\Windows\temp). 

During this procedure you will be requested to provide a password (send e-mail to password@ohsys.com to request the password) at the beginning of the download program.  After the installation program ("Setupex.exe") has copied to the location which you specify, you are ready to install the OHS MIS ver. 3.0 software by clicking on the "Setupex.exe" installation file.  During the installation program you will be able to select the destination disk drive and folder for the OHS (version 3.0) software upgrade.  The default installation path is:C:\Program files\OHS300.

An important new file will be installed in the C:\Windows folder named rrw.ini (i.e., C:\Windows\rrw.ini).  This file MUST be modified to reflect the path of the upgrade installation, if the default path is NOT used (i.e., C:\Program files\OHS300).  The two lines in this file to be modified, in this case, are listed below (to open the rrw.ini file simply double click on it):


DataDir= C:\Program files\OHS300


LibDir= C:\Program files\OHS300\RRWFiles

If a location other than C:\Program files\OHS300 is selected for the installation, these two lines must be modified to reflect the location. For example, if the decision is made not to use the default location (i.e., C:\Program files\OHS300), but, instead, to install the program in a folder named, “New OHS upgrade” located on drive J:\, then the above two lines of the rriw.ini file would be modified as:


DataDir=J:\ New OHS upgrade \OHS300


LibDir= J:\ New OHS upgrade \OHS300\RRWFiles

Once the upgrade has been installed, the program can be accessed by clicking on the OHS 3.0 bar graph icon on the desktop.  [The program can be uninstalled via the "remove software" icon on the control panel] 

It is important to remember that the new OHS upgrade (3.0) is a completely separate installation from the existing OHS version 2.8 program (i.e., C:\OHS28).  There is no connection between the two programs.  However, you should retain the OHS version 2.8 program on your computer until you have backed up all data (using the backup utility program).  In fact, you may simply want to leave the OHS ver. 2.8 program installed on your computer to provide ready access to your historic case data, including the reports.  Of course, the 2001 OHS Annual Survey data will come from this existing (C:\OHS28) installation.  A future version of the OHS software will provide for inclusion of the “pre-2002” case data into the primary database.   The new software upgrade includes 47 “dummy” cases for the fictitious, “Chiptek, Inc.” company for the year 2002.  These records will allow you to check out the case data maintenance screen and all the reports – both on the screen and on the printer. [It is strongly suggested that you do this.]

When you are prepared to begin case data entry (for the year 2002) for your company,  you must install the company-specific files which will be sent to you as e-mail attachments shortly.  The company-specific files will be used to overwrite and replace the “Chiptek, Inc.” demo data files of the same names. These files are:


CASE.DBF


CASE.FPT


CASE.CDX


SETUP.DBF


SETUP.CDX


SETUPOHS.DBF


SETUPOHS.CDX

Simply “drag” the e-mailed replacement files to the folder where the 3.0 upgrade is installed (e.g., C:\Program files\OHS300\ - if you are using the default path) and overwrite the existing files of the same names in the folder.
