· Install Anywhere on Computer

· OHS MIS version 3.0 can be installed on any disk drive/folder

· *.ini file controls access to reports folder

· New Case Data Maintenance Screen Options

· Case "type" (OSHA definition) is maintained as "Death," "Days away," Restricted/transfer" or "Other" based on case severity
· "Privacy case is checked as "Yes" or "No" (default -> "No")

· "Incident location (OSHA definition) is now required and a location description field is provided to capture this information
· As discussed below, several new "Source of Injury or Illness" codes have been added.  [Suggestion: print out the codes form the "Codes" button on the "Injury/Illness case data" maintenance screen]
· Both "Days away" and "Restricted/Transfer days" are limited by the program to a maximum of 180 days each [i.e., it is possible to have a single case with a total of 180 days away and/180 days restricted/transfer].
· Append Data from Other Sites 

· Data from other facilities in your company which are using the OHS software (ver. 3.0) can now be appended to a designated, centralized database to facilitate corporate level data analysis and reporting. 

· Append module permits "uploading" of data from other sites at any time to produce monthly, quarterly or annual reports

· New Source of Injury/Illness codes 

· Several new case codes for "Source of injury or illness" have been added to include:

· "Clothing/Wearing apparel/PPE"  (Source code "05")

· "Semiconductor mfg. Device/tool" (Source code "27")

· "Computer device or accessory" (Source code "28")

· "Food/Drink"  (Source code "36")
